From the Pastor

e For several reasons, it seems to me that a better time
for Eucharistic Adoration would be after the Thursday
morning Mass. So beginning in May, I’d like to make
this switch. Please let me know if you have any objec-
tions to this time change. Thank you!

e Ifyou didn’t hear the choir last Sunday, their singing
of Palestrina was wonderful to hear. I dream about how
good they would sound in a church with proper acous-
tics, but in the meantime, what a grace they were for the
Mass!

e The design of the DVD for the new church is fin-
ished, and has gone to a company which produces these
things. It should be ready in about nine days, at which
time we will begin the mailings, and the capital cam-
paign will begin.

e In the next two inserts, I’ve put some of the problems
with our buildings that need to be fixed. Our exterior
walls are starting to fall apart, but there is no reason to
invest in their repair since they are coming out anyway.

e The U.S. Census Bureau will be using the front por-
tion of the parish hall all day long for this week, to train
some of its workers for this area. Given that trust in the
Federal government is at an all-time low (at least in
some polls), you might wonder why we host these sorts

of things. It’s simply our privilege and civic duty to
participate in government. Littleton, Arapahoe County,
the Federal government; I let them use our facilities on
aregular basis free of charge. It’s part of the agreement
between government and non-profit charities like a
Catholic church, and why we do not pay taxes. By the
way, I see the low trust in our government as a good
thing. If the trust were high, and if the approval rating of
congress was high, then I would see this as a very bad

sign.

e Speaking of using the parish hall, any registered pa-
rishioner can use it free of charge. It just has to be re-
served. Mrs. Kalmar, our parish secretary, has taken
over the reservations for the hall. I was doing it previ-
ously, but it makes better sense for her to do it.

e CWN reports that Pope Benedict says the Old Mass
for his private Mass in his personal chapel. I’d heard
this before, and thought it a bit of a rumor, but this
seems true. I was delighted to hear this! Of course if he
wanted to celebrate a Solemn High Pontifical Mass of a
Pope in St. Peter’s Basilica, then it would be splendid.
The Church has not seen the Papal liturgy in the old
form for over forty years. But I’m sure someone saved
the books for it, and they could blow the dust off them,
and with some practice do a fine job. Of that I’'m sure.
